2019 National Show & Sale

The Wisconsin Junior Targhee Sheep Association is honored to be hosting the 2019
USTSA National Show & Sale. It will be held July 18th through July 20th at the Lodi Agri-
cultural Fair Grounds, in Lodi, Wisconsin. A more detailed schedule will be provided in
the next Targhee Talk, but due to facility agreements, no arrivals before noon on
Wednesday, July 17th will be allowed.

The headquarters hotel will be the Quality Inn & Suites, located at the Highway 60 exit
of Interstate 39/90/94 (W9250 Prospect Drive, Lodi, WI 53555). A block of rooms have
been reserved under the US Targhee Sheep Association for Wednesday night, July 17th
through Friday night, July 19th. Single king rooms are $20/night plus tax, double queen
rooms are $95/night plus tax, and single king suites are $105/night plus tax. All rooms
are non-smoking, and it is a pet-friendly hotel for an additional nightly charge. Please
reference the US Targhee Sheep Association when making your reservations fo obtain
these rates, and contact them directly at 608-592-1450 to make your reservations. The
block will be held through June 17th, and if a certain room type is not available, please
contact Jeff Nevens at 608-576-9474 or aandjnevenslivestock@frontier.com to check
on availability.

Lambing Time Short Course and Bus Tour
which will be held on February 8th and 9th in
Pipestone. We have an excellent program
planned and we will be touring outstanding
sheep operations. The program starts with
Friday evening discussion from 6:30 to 9:30
p.m. Safturday will begin at 8:00 a.m. with
lambing tfime management and health top-
ics. The afternoon will be spent touring and
viewing two successful sheep operation. The
program will conclude at 5:00 p.m. on Satur-
day

The purpose of this short course and bus four
is to help producers recognize and effectively
deal with common lambing time prob-

lems. We are fortunate to have Dr. Goelz, a
highly qualified sheep veterinarian on the
program to share his thought on common
lamb and ewe health problems. South Dako-
ta State University Sheep Special, Dr. Jeff Held
will be on the Friday evening pro-

gram. Touring two top area sheep operation
Saturday afternoon will provide an opportuni-
ty for individuals to see firsthand how other
sheep producers recognize and deal with
lambing fime problems. You will see how
they lay out their lambing barn, set up creep
pens, graft lambs, dock, vaccinate, feed and
management of their lambs and ewes. The
farm demonstration session will provide an
excellent learning opportunity.

For those who are unable to attend our short
course and bus tour please consider our web
based Lambing Time Management Series
which consists of 6 recorded topics that can
be viewed through an Internet connection in
the comfort of your home or office.

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The Best New Years’ Resolutions For Farmers and Ranchers

made for the New Year. Folks resolve to lose weight, quit smoking or dipping, cut back on their
drinking, exercise more — you know, the standard stuff that will be forgotten by the end of January.
This is not an indictment of the folks who are trying to quit or change habits that they know are
harmful to health and pocketbook. And I would guess that most of us in this livestock business get
plenty of exercise most of the year.

I reckon I will never make a New Year’s resolution. I guess I’m just not smart enough to
understand the concept. If I want or need to change something in my life why do I need to make a
resolution? The way I hear it most folks who start the New Year off by making a resolution keep it
about 3 or 4 weeks and then just forget about it. So I really don’t see the point. Either I’'m going to
do it or not do it even if I resolve to do it. Does that make any sense?

For example,in the late 80’s I decided, after 20 years of doing it, to quit dipping snuff.
There was no warning from a doctor or dentist or anything of the sort, I just had this gut feeling that
it was time. I had made a couple of half-hearted attempts before but had failed. But this time turned
out to be a success. But believe me the struggle was one that I do not wish to repeat, I have never
done anything that was as hard to do, even to stop drinking. I guess what I am trying to say is that
all of the formal resolutions in the world will not make any difference at all until you have made up
your mind that you can do it.

Try This Instead

The start of a new year is
also the time that all of these lists
come out, you know — the best, the
worse, the most popular, the least
popular, the winners, the los-
ers.

I will readily admit
that some of the best decisions that I have made have been the spur of the moment kind, but to be
fair some of the biggest and most costly mistakes have also been spur of the moment.
It matters little in what part of the country we live in or if our outfit is big or not so big. We can all
be guilty of neglect, and get caught up in the day to day work and, without some planning, find our-
selves involved in too much crisis management. So if you are going to make any New Year resolu-
tions make one that includes the time to sit down one day and just do some real planning for the
New Year.

I’ll bet that if you do this time next year you will realize that it was some of your best
work of the year!
